Power Pathway Wins PJM Approval
Pepco Holding Inc.’s plan to provide greater service reliability and deliver more affordable energy to Maryland customers

has moved a major step forward.

The operator of the mid-Atlantic power grid, PJM Interconnection, recently approved PHI’s proposal to build a 230-mile

interstate power line to enhance electric reliability and improve transmission capacity for PHI’s nearly two-million cus-

tomers. The improvements eventually will save Pepco customers about $125 million a year in energy costs.

The Mid-Atlantic Power Pathway (MAPP) is a 500-kilovolt line that will relieve congestion in one of the country’s most

concentrated electricity markets. To be completed over an estimated seven-year period, the line will connect Northern

Virginia to Maryland, cross the Delmarva Peninsula and link with the power grid in southern New Jersey.

Approval by PJM’s board of managers in October was necessary before PHI could begin applying for local permits and

undergoing the environmental review process required before construction of the approximately $1 billion transmission line

can begin.

Life Support Needs?  Plan Ahead for Power Outages

identify a location with emergency power capabilities and make plans to go there. Or, ask a relative or friend who

has power if you can stay with them. 

Customers who experience medical distress due to a power outage should call 9-1-1.

The winter holiday season is here, and that means that many

of us will be decorating and entertaining in our homes. Let’s

remember to do it safely. Here are some electrical and fire

safety tips to keep in mind:

■ If you are decorating outside, make absolutely sure you

or any objects you may be carrying, such as a ladder, do not

come into contact with a power line. 

■ When using a live or cut tree, be sure to check the water

level daily.

■ Before using decorations that require electricity, inspect

them and replace any that are frayed or damaged.

■ Do not overload extension cords.

■ Keep candles away from trees, decorations or other items

that can catch fire.

■ Turn off all string lights and other decorations that use

electricity before going to bed or leaving home. 

■ Make sure smoke alarms are in good working order.
