Do you know where Pepcao’s responsibility for electric service ends and
your responsibility as a customer begins? Here’s some help.

IN MARYLAND

Service Drop: Pepco maintains the wire that runs from the street to
your home. If you have underground service, Pepco’s wires terminate at
the meter.

Point of Attachment: You are responsible for the bracket that
attaches the service drop to your home.

Service Entrance Cable: You are responsible for the wire from where
it attaches to your home to the meter for overhead service, and for the
wire from the meter to your service panel or fuse box for both overhead
and underground service.

Meter Socket: You are responsible for the metal box that houses the
meter.

Meter: Pepco is responsible for the meter that measures electricity use.

Service Panel or Fuse Box: You are responsible for the box, the
service panel or fuses and all the wiring in your home.

Caution: Only a licensed electrician should perform modifications to
the electrical wiring in your home. Call Pepco if you have any ques-
tions regarding our equipment at 202-833-7500.
