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Q: Will I save energy by
replacing a regular light
switch with a dimmer
switch?

A: Yes, a dimmer switch
does reduce the wattage
of the lamp and therefore
will save you both energy
and money. Beware of
using a dimmer switch
with a compact fluores-
cent bulb, which can be a
fire hazard.

There are some compact
fluorescent bulbs that are
compatible with house-
hold incandescent dim-
mers, so read the package
carefully. Never use a non-
dimmable fluorescent
light bulb in a circuit with
a dimmer, even at full
brightness.

Tree Pruning

Trees are not only pleasing to view,
but they are good for our environ-
ment. They absorb CO, (carbon
dioxide), which makes our air health-
ier to breath. Their shade reduces the
need for air conditioning in the sum-
mer, and that keeps energy bills
down.

It’'s important, however, to plant the
right tree in the right place to ensure
reliability of electric service to your
home. Here are some important
things to keep in mind when planting
trees:

Trees that will grow tall should not
be planted near power lines.

I Medium trees, such as:
+ Washington hawthorn
+ Goldenraintree

Zone

or less

Small trees, such as:
I « Redbud + Dogwood
« Crabapple

If you do have a tree growing near
a power line, do not attempt to
trim it yourself. It is dangerous and
could result in serious injury or
death. Consult a professional.

Do not plant trees or other vegeta-
tion near power poles. Doing so
could hamper the flow of electrici-
ty, and may also slow or interfere
with the restoration process in the
event of a power outage.
